7. Does your company combat discrimination against all customers and
potential customers?

8. Does it promote equality of access to your goods and services for
customers and potential customers?

9. Does it make reasonable accommodation for customers with disbilities?

10. Does your company have an equal status policy outlining its commitment to
equality for customers?

11. Have you a system for implementing the equal staus policy?

12. Have you allocated responsibility for implementing the equal status policy to a
particular employee or employees?
